Communion participants are asked to come forward and take either a clear
communion cup to receive wine from the assisting minister or a purple communion
cup to receive grape juice. Communion is offered at the altar rail. After receiving
the body and blood of Christ, please place the empty cup in the bowl provided and
return to your pew.

For those who are not partaking of the sacrament during this service, you are
invited to silently pray the following prayer, The Spiritual Communion:
My Jesus, I believe that You are present in the Most Blessed Sacrament.
I love You above all things,

and I desire to receive You in my soul.

Since I cannot now receive you sacramentally,

come at least spiritually in my heart.

I embrace You as if you were already there,

and I unite myself wholly to You.

Never permit me to be separated from You.

(Saint Alphonsus Liguori)
